The MicroRaman Spectroscopy Laboratory, housed at the of Earth Sciences Department (DST) at the University of Turin, consists of a confocal Raman spectrometer JobinYvon, Mod. Labram HRVIS and a micro-X-ray fluorescence of the Eagle μProbe.
The instruments were acquired by the Interdepartmental Center “G. Scansetti” for Studies on Asbestos and Other Toxic Particulates with a grant from Compagnia di San Paolo, for the project" Health effects of micro and nano-powders in living and working environments". The instruments are inventoried at the Chemistry Department at the University of Turin.
The use of the Laboratory is reserved for qualified and authorized users. The non-authorized users can access the laboratory only in the presence of a responsible people who will carry out the measures.
RESERVATION 
The instruments are only bookable online on the Scansetti Center site (http://www.centroscansetti.unito.it).
The Laboratory is available from Monday to Friday from 9.00 AM to 6.00 PM. Each day is divided into two sessions of four hours: one in the morning (from 9:00 AM to 13:00 PM) and one in the afternoon (from 2:00 to 6:00 PM). 
Users must indicate a FUNDS MANAGER and a user typology:
1. Scansetti_tox: university Members belonging to Scansetti Center who conduct research in the field of particulate toxicity (affiliate in the works). They will participate in proportion to the use, at any extraordinary maintenance costs.
2. University Students: university Members who will participate in proportion to the use, for any extraordinary maintenance costs.
3. Third Parties: tariff in according to the tariff of the Chemistry Department.
Costs of reserved and not used rounds will be charged. There is also the possibility of a "mini-round" in the lunch break (from 1 to 2 PM, cost: 5 €  ) (only Scansetti_tox and University Students).
